Fox Creek Graduation Regulations and Procedures
1. All students will wear the appropriate graduation regalia.  This includes the red robe, the red hat, and the standard red/black tassel with the year in gold.  

2. Accompanying the regalia should be:

a. Girls - solid black dresses and shoes, gold/silver jewelry, and no flip flops

b. Guys – solid black pants, black socks, dark color tie, black dress shoes and black belt, solid white shirt with collar

3. No other outside/independent graduate regalia is allowed.

4. Graduate Cords
a. A Gold Cord will be worn by graduates that achieve a cumulative GPA of 3.5.

b. A Blue Cord will be worn by graduates that serve for 2 years as a teacher cadet.

c. A Silver Cord will be worn by graduates of the Silver Fox Academy.

5. Pins

a. A Teacher Cadet Pin will be worn by graduates who serve for 1 year as a teacher cadet.

b. A Beta Club Pin will be worn by graduates who were members of the Beta Club.

6. Stolls

a. A National Honors Society white stoll will be worn by graduates who were members of the National Honors Society.

7. Sashes

a. A Gold Sash will be worn by the Top 10 students of the Graduating Class inscribed with the word, “Honor”.

b. A Gold Sash will be worn by the Salutatorian of the Graduating Class inscribed with the word, “Salutatorian”.

c. A Gold Sash will be worn by the Valedictorian of the Graduating class inscribed with the word, “Valedictorian”.  

8. Ceremony

a. Students will line up and walk in the ceremony in the following order: 

i. Valedictorian

ii. Salutatorian

iii. Superintendant

iv. Principal

v. Assistant Principal

vi. Guest Speaker
vii. Guidance Counselors

viii. Faculty and Staff (alphabetical order)

ix. Graduating Students with a class rank of 3-10

x. Graduating Students (alphabetical order)

b. Honors Graduates and Graduates of the Silver Fox Academy will be verbally acknowledged upon receipt of their diploma.  

c. Honors Graduates will stand on the front row of the graduation picture with the Salutatorian and the Valedictorian in the center.

9. Beta Club

a. To qualify for Beta Club membership, one must obtain a 3.5 GPA.

10. National Honors Society

a. To qualify for National Honors Society membership, one must obtain a 4.0 GPA.
11. The Senior Class photo will be taken after the Academic Awards Night.

12. Valedictorian and Salutatorian Speeches

a. First Drafts of Speeches must be submitted to the Senior Advisor by the 28th of February.

b. Final Drafts of Speeches must be submitted to the Senior Advisor by the last school day before Spring Break.

c. Speeches not meeting the deadlines will not be given during the graduation ceremony.

13. Valedictorian and Salutatorian Selection

a. Selection of the Valedictorian and Salutatorian for the school will occur after 1st semester of the Senior Year.

b. Only students completing all requirements for a South Carolina State Diploma and completing 4 years of high school will be candidates for Valedictorian and Salutatorian.

14. Program

a. The order of the program is to be as follows

b. Special markings will be placed by names of students with the following honors:

i. Honor Graduate *

ii. Beta Club Member #

iii. National Honors Society Member ^

15. Ceremony Attendance Requirements

a. In order to attend graduation, a student in regular education must achieve 24 units of credits and pass the HSAP exam.  Students must also complete the Senior Project working in conjunction with the Senior Advisor.
b. In order to attend graduation, a student receiving support services must complete 4 years of high school attendance and must complete the Senior Project working in conjunction with the Senior Advisor.

16. Student Diplomas

a. Silver Fox Academy Graduates will receive a silver diploma with black lettering.

b. Students will not be presented with a diploma or a certificate on stage.   They will pick up their diplomas afterwards in the holding area.

c. Any student making unnecessary demonstrations during the ceremony will have their diploma placed on hold and will be mailed the following week.
